










Now, when her husband said she was 
mad, she would smile in return. She said: 
“He sees me as mad. But I am precious to 
God! Those who say I am mad are ignorant!” 
To the people in her village who look down 
on and ridicule her, she said: “I am more 
precious than you all as I am the daughter 
of the Lord Almighty.” She did not get mad 
even as the villagers said she got brain 
problems. Instead she prayed for them: 
“God, take pity on them. My husband is 
persecuting me uncontrollably due to Satan’s 
influences. They don’t know what they are 
doing because there is no God within them.”

Now J i ngm ing c an fa c e what eve r 
circumstances she is in, be it attacks, insults, 
ridicule, beatings or injustice. She knows that 
God wants her to learn to be patient and 
humble. He is testing her, turning her into 
pure gold, shaping her into a suitable tool. 
She said: “My husband takes away my salary 
and often does not give me rice to eat. Others 
may see me as poor, weak and financially 
broke, but I know, all things on earth will 
pass. Richness can only be found in God. 

I get my 
nourishment, strength and wisdom from His 
word. It is enough for me to have God!” Being 
Spirit-fi lled, she faced the trial imposed by her 
husband with smiles. She said that whenever 
anger grew within her, she felt a soft, giant 
hand touching her head, suppressing her 
anger.

She said: “I am the 
daughter of the omnipotent God. God is in 
control of my life and I live for Him. In the 
past, there were many things in my life that 
were unfavorable to Him (bitterness, grudges, 
unforgiveness, non-submission, etc), but now 
they have been put on the Cross together with 
the Lord. God’s righteousness shines through 
my soul and has removed all damp, infested, 
smelly substances, all thoughts that cannot 
stand the light.”
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She used to hold much grudges against 
her family, even hoping to get them killed, 
being unprepared to forgive them at all! 
Thank God, his grace changed Jingming. It 
made her see things from Jesus’ perspectives. 
Her worldviews, perspectives on life and 
values changed.  Now she prays for their 
poor souls, and asks God for mercy on them 
as they are unaware of what they are doing. 
They walk in darkness because there is no 
God within them. They cannot see their true 
selves. As the servants of Satan, they merely 
follow his orders. Each day she prays for her 
husband, mother-in-law (her father-in-law has 
passed away). She believes that with God’s 
power, the Holy Spirit will move them, turn 
their hearts of stone into hearts of fl esh and 
set them free from Satan’s bondage. 

At times of weakness, we can gain strength 
by turning to Lord Jesus. Only when we are 
willing to put on Jesus Christ can we gain 
power from God, learn from Jesus’ character 
and become as meek as him, following him 
regardless of the circumstances. The shepherd 
knows me, and I recognize the shepherd’s 
voice.

Although the circumstances facing sister 
Jingming have not changed, she herself 
has changed. Each day is a new day for her 
and she praises God for His creation. Being 
totally submissive in the environment God 
put her in, she is enjoying heavenly peace 
and joy. Despite physical pain and poverty, 
she is strong spiritually. The God who created 
everything is the father of all Christians. There 
is no lacking in the Lord. We experience true 
freedom in Christ, and the peace in Christ is 
real peace.

Sister Jingming has stayed strong in the 
Lord. She is victorious in the Lord! Dedicated 
to serving the Lord, she leads brothers and 
sisters in singing hymns, praying, doing 
personal devot ions and making vis i ts. 
Although her eyesight is not good, God opens 
her eyes when she prays in faith, helping her 
to do pastoral work more effectively. Being 
with the Lord is like being in heaven. May 
God bless her days on earth and make her a 
faithful servant in His kingdom.
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
